The seminar is a three week study abroad/experiential learning program focusing on the health, social, political and cultural issues in Malawi, Africa.  The program will provide the necessary language and cultural training for meaningful and productive learning and service work abroad.  Students will spend 10-12 days living in a rural village with Malawian host families.  Additional time will focus on language lessons, cultural training, as well as lectures in the areas of anthropology, history, public health, forestry and wildlife.

The Malawi Immersion Seminar is sponsored through the Department of Anthropology (ANT 299) at the University of Rochester in Rochester, New York. Participants will be expected to keep daily ethnographic observations and interview fieldnotes, attend Chichewa language sessions and complete a competency exam, perform an ethnographic research study and community survey, and participate in daily lectures and excursions with American and Malawian faculty.

· Two day safari at Liwonde National Park 

· Six academic credits
