III. Quality of Writing throughout Portfolio

Conceptualization and Synthesis:

Ability to construct a purposeful literature

review in support of thesis or argument

Ability to articulate and recognize appropriate
theoretical paradigms

Ability to go beyond disciplinary boundaries,

i.e., show a breadth of knowledge and link a
broad spectrum of thinking into student’s area

of specialization
