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Teaching Reading-Thinking Strategies Through Literature Study in Grades 1-5 
 
Participants in this workshop are invited to explore ways to teach the reading-thinking strategies used by all skilled readers to generate 
meaning and to interpret increasingly complex and challenging texts.  The presenter will share examples of literature-study 
experiences she developed for grades 1-5 and will highlight the ways she demonstrated reading-thinking strategies in the context of 
the study of literature.  In this context she provided opportunities for her students to practice these strategies and to internalize them in 
order to become thoughtful, independent readers.  The presenter will share excerpts from literary discussions that were recorded 
during cumulative group sessions that formed the core of literary thematic units developed for students in grades 1-5.  The thematic 
units for each grade level provide opportunities for students to listen to and discuss shared literary texts, to read independently, and to 
engage in writing as a natural extension of the literary experiences in each unit. 
 
Throughout the course, special emphasis will be placed on the selection of literature that: (1) invites reader engagement; (2) fosters 
lively discussion; (3) challenges students to use reading-thinking strategies to engage in inferential comprehension and deep reading; 
(4) promotes literary learning; (5) exposes students to diverse literary genres; and (6) offers them opportunities to explore worlds 
beyond the boundaries of their own experience and to gain insights about the human experience.  The presenter will share examples 
of literary experiences designed to promote, support, and nurture the reading habit and to expand personal reading interests.
