The end result of the YEA! program, unlike other simulation models, is a fully formed and 
functioning business, which is carried on by students after graduation. Launched in 2004, the program 
focuses on themes of driving innovation, viewing the world in new ways, recognizing opportunities, valuing 
risk taking, networking, providing solutions and creating value. Students are taught to recognize the power 
of their ideas, and to develop the skills necessary to turn those ideas into meaningful enterprises. All of the 
learning at the Young Entrepreneurs Academy is real, experiential, and fun. The program is offered in New 
York State at the University of Rochester with the support of a grant from the Ewing Marion Kauffman
