2011-12 UR Campus Nomination Timeline 
(This is a junior-year competition for a fellowship to support future graduate 
study in arts, humanities, or social science fields.  Only U.S. citizens and 
nationals may apply.  Selection based on achievement and promise (minimum 
3.7 GPA recommended), but candidates must also have a history of receiving 
need-based financial aid.) 
 
Monday, October 3rd:  
Fellowships Preliminary Questionnaire (FPQ) due.  See 
fellowships website for FPQ.  Questionnaire is required to be 
considered for nomination and must be submitted before the 
first draft of the Beinecke application and essay. 
 
Monday, November 28th: 12:00 noon 
Draft application and essay due for initial feedback. 
 
Tuesday, January 17th: 12:00 noon 
Revised draft of complete Beinecke application and all three 
recommendation letters due for campus committee review 
process. For internal selection process, it is preferred that references be 
sent by e-mail attachment to Director of Fellowships. Be sure to provide 
referees with Beinecke Scholarship Program overview and selection 
criteria. 
 
Late January: 
Beinecke Campus Nominating Committee meets to select nominee.

Monday, February 20th: 10:00 am  
Complete, final, revised Beinecke Scholarship application and 
final recommendation letters due for nominee.
