	Student Activities Van Program
	Wilson Commons Student Activities has three 7 passenger vans available for use by River Campus SA recognized student groups for social, academic and cultural events.   Other uses and users are subject to approval by the Transportation Coordinator and the Associate Director.  
· Driver approval and UR safety packet and waiver are required prior to reserving a van.  MVR drivers must be 18 years of age and have 3 years of unrestricted driving history and no points on their license.  *(Please allow for at least one week processing of an MVR).

· All van requests should be made at least one week before the event.

	College Bus Charter Service
	Bus Charter services are available for special group events.  Rates are hourly, with minimum of 2 hours use.   Roundtrip and continuous loop transportation is available.

Coach request can be made for 20-56 passengers at market rate.  At least one month booking time is necessary for coach request.

	Shuttle Bus Service
	The UR runs the red, orange, blue and green and gold and silver bus routes during the academic school year.  Other routes for parking shuttles and summer hours can be found on the UR transportation website.

The Red Line: Runs regularly between Eastman and the UR.  
The Orange Line: Services the Eastman, South wedge, and Monroe and Park Avenue area.

The Blue Line: Runs primarily between the River Campus, Whipple Park, Towers, Southside and the Medical Center.   

The Green Line: Runs several routes to various shopping destinations in the Rochester area.  These routes are not serviced daily and run only on the days listed below. 

· Brooks Landing/Chili Wal-Mart route.  (Serviced only on Wednesdays)

· Two routes for the Public Market and the Marketplace Mall /Wal-Mart route. (The Public Market runs only Spring & Fall) (Both Serviced on Saturdays Only.)

· Pittsford Plaza route (Serviced only on Sundays) 

The Gold Line:  Services the Riverview Apartment Shuttle and the 19th Ward shuttle to the UR River campus.
The Gold Riverview Direct Line:  Direct service from Rush Rhees to the Riverview Housing

The Silver Line:  Direct loop service from Park Lot to Rush Rhees during fall and spring semester.

	ZIPCAR is available here at the University of Rochester River Campus.  To qualify, you must be at least 18 and have three years of driving experience with minimal or no points on your license. The hourly rate for vehicle rental is $7.00 per hour and includes all gas and insurance coverage. NOTE: You will not see the option to select the $35 membership fee when completing your application until you actually enter the UR rate page.    Please note that the billing address for your credit card is where your ZIPCAR card will be sent.
