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I’ve had the privilege of working with Vice Pro-
vost and CIO David Lewis and Associate Vice 
Provost Eric Fredericksen for three years now. 
I have met regularly with a core group of perti-
nent representatives from IT and the College. 
Having sat on CTLTR for two years, in particu-
lar, has been an exciting opportunity for me. 
Meeting for two hours every other week with 
this group of academics who are truly excited 
by innovation is always stimulating.

Perhaps the two areas of technology that I am most excited to 
see in the future are web development and online resources.  
In the past two years, Devarajulu Ravichandran, Manager, Ap-
plications and Architecture, and the web development team 
have made a number of noticeable infrastructure improve-
ments that allow for a safer, smarter, and more centralized web 
environment.  Through these enhancements, I hope to see 
more fluid, cohesive, centralized, and interactive departmen-
tal websites moving forward.  Similarly, professors are increas-
ingly making their own classroom resources (presentations, 
articles, videos) and using resources on reserve.  This leads to 
increased convenience and more customized resources. Best 
of all: Less reliance on textbooks means less semesterly ex-
pense for students, and a more environmentally sustainable 
means of learning.

Recently, I helped organize the IT Summit 
(with the help of Associate Vice Provost Eric 
Fredericksen and Bradley Halpern). This was 
our first IT Summit (see photos below), and 
was very successful. Different Information 
Technology members from the University in-
troduced one of six topics, and then opened 
their discussion to the students for feedback 
and questions.  Two of the most discussed 
topics were Blackboard and wireless. There 

was extensive discussion at this event; and a brief follow up 
and review in CTLTR showed that University IT is interested 
in student feedback.  I hope to put on another IT Summit in 
spring 2011.

I am very excited about the expansion of wireless to more 
buildings on campus. I think this is becoming an increasingly 
necessary part of student life, and the WiFi expansion high-
lights University IT’s attention to this. Also, I am excited to see 
the improvements and changes that will be made to Black-
board over this next semester. When I speak to students about 
IT, they usually start talking about Blackboard. It’s important 
to have a system that works and integrates well with students’ 
academic and residential lives.

Can you cite some past success you’ve had with technology at the University and highlight some 
projects and opportunities you’re excited about?
