Why we need data classification

ÁSignificant number of laws regulating data handling 

requirements for certain types of data.

ÁTreatment of data is widely varying, even for data of the same 

sensitivity. 

Á Impact of an unauthorized disclosure of sensitive data not well 

understood

Á Inconsistent levels of controls over sensitive data

ÁHigh risk data may impact the University, Faculty/Staff, 

Student, Employee, Donor, Patient, etc. if compromised. 

ÁThe penalty/impact may be tangible or intangible.
