Windows Phone 7 Configuration for UR_Connected

{Please note that the quality of the screenshots is subject to lack of a screenshot function on Windows Mobile 7 Phone}

Before starting, ensure that you get to this standard “tiles” screen for Mobile 7.  You can press the Windows

logo-imprinted button usually on the bottom of the device.

Note the arrow in upper right portion of screen. Swipe your finger from the right side of the screen to the left.

This will scroll to the screen on the right. It gets intuitive.

You should be at a screen where the first entry is “Alarms”. Swipe your finger from the bottom of the window

upwards.

Tap the “Settings” icon, usually at the bottom of the list.
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If your device indicates that wireless is “Off”, put your finger on the slider and move it to the right.

This will turn wireless on and look for any wireless networks that are being broadcasted.
Off
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After moving the slider, your device will tell you what wireless networks it sees. Tap on UR_Connected.
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If this is your first time connecting to “UR_Connected” on this device, you will be prompted for a username and
password.

Type your domain account username in the first line and your domain account password in the second line.

The “Done” button will light up on the bottom left part of the screen. Tap “Done”.

You’ll see the indication that the device is connecting to “UR_Connected”.

You will then see this screen. Note that UR_Connected shows the word “connected” in blue just below it.
