Joanne Bernardi is a professor of Japanese and Visual and Cultural Studies in the Depart-
ment of Modern Languages and Cultures. She joined the University of Rochester faculty 
in 1994 after completing a doctorate in East Asian Studies at Columbia University and 
a postdoctoral fellowship at Harvard University. She lived in Japan for ten years over 
three decades: first as a college student studying filmmaking at Osaka University of Arts 
(1970s), then as a graduate student and university faculty in Tokyo and Mito (1980s-90s). 
She collaborates on film restoration and curatorial projects in the US, Europe, and Japan, 
and publishes on and teaches Japanese cinema and culture; early film; Godzilla and nu-
clear imagery; moving image preservation; collecting and cultural heritage; and tourism. 
In 2000, she started collecting Japan-related travel ephemera, which led to an open-access 
digital project, Re-Envisioning Japan, documenting Japan as a foreign destination in 20th 
century visual and material culture. This project sustains her joy of rediscovering Japan--
past and present--through travel, and she’s excited about this chance to make new 
discoveries with others!
