Officers of an organization should have an option to "Manage Roster" on the 

roster page of your org's site. Through "Manage Roster", membership will be broken into three 

statuses: "Current", "Pending", and "Prospective". "Pending" members have received - but have not yet 

accepted - an invitation. "Prospective" members have requested - but have not yet been granted - 

membership. Each member in the "Current" list should have an "Edit Positions" button where officer 

roles can be added. Remember to keep your roster updated!
