Notification and Consent for Personal Information Handling 

This research will collect data that can identify you, referred to as Personal Information. The Personal Information Protection Law of the People's Republic of China (“PIPL”) requires researchers to provide Notice when we handle Personal Information, such as collect, transfer, store, and process Personal Information about people who are in (located) mainland China.

Please note that the above rights are subject to exemptions allowable under PIPL.
